RULES: Games will be 40 minutes, 2 running time halves  -  stop time in final minute if 2 
   goal game  -  Each team may take one 30 second time-out per half 
  Maximum of three long sticks on field 
  All substitution on-the-fly  -  never more than 7 men on the field, even after goals 
   or on assessment of penalty  -  NO HORNS  -  QUICK WHISTLES 
  Penalties:  Technical foul  -  4 v 3 “classic fast break”  -  offending player must 
     leave field, his replacement becomes the chaser  
    Personal foul  -  30 second time served penalty 
  If game becomes a 5 goal difference possession will be awarded at mid-line after 
    goals, before that play starts on goalie possession after a goal 
  
 The highest level of sportsmanship and fair play is expected of all players and coaches 
   NO PROFANITY NO FIGHTING 
  Inappropriate behavior could result in player disqualification 
 Coaches are also responsible for the behavior of their team’s fans and spectators
